SECTION 1 - COVERAGES

COVERAGE A. BODILY INJURY AND PROPERTY
DAMAGE LIABILITY

1. Insuring Agreement

a. We will pay those sums that the insured
becomes legally obligated to pay as
damages because of “bodily injury” or
"property damage” to which @ this
insurance applies. We will have the right
and duty to defend the insured against
any "suit” seeking those damages.
